Approval/Disapproval of May 20, 2021 Meeting Minutes 5 mins
Motion made by Bryan Seppala to accept May 20, 2021 PCWDB Meeting minutes as
submitted. Second by Tim Tucker. Motion passed.

Executive Session 15 mins
The PCWDB has the authority to convene an executive session upon a vote of the
quorum of the members to discuss and consider records exempt by law from public
inspection. A.R.S. § 38-431.03(A)(2). The records are exempt by law for public
inspection pursuant to the Pinal County Procurement Code, PC1-328(D), which is
consistent with the State's Procurement Code, A.R.S. § 41-2534. After the discussion
and consideration of any confidential records in executive session, the Board may
decide to take legal action, which must take place in an open meeting.

Equus Workforce Solutions (Adult and Dislocated Worker Program)
Motion made by Jack Beveridge to approve the contract extension for
Equus Workforce Solutions to serve as the Adult and Dislocated Worker
Program service provider.
